Expectations of Coaches

• Promote the health and safety of student athletes at all times.

• Be a role model for appropriate language, sportsmanship, and 
behavior at all times.

• Establish time demands that acknowledge the primary 
importance of each student-athlete's academic and family 
responsibilities.

• Promote among athletes and coaches a solid sense of team 
membership.

• Assist, whenever appropriate, with post high school planning for 
individual student athletes as it relates to athletics.

• Be available to meet with parents at times that are mutually 
convenient and in alignment with the athletic department's 
parent/coach guidelines.

• Adhere to all PIAA and Claysburg Kimmel School District policies 
at all times
